	One major them in 1984 was the way that the book showed that individual thinking was wrong, and could not be tolerated. We can see similar things happening today. “Any new or evolving truth is determined by group consensus – through the Media or through small groups led by a trained facilitator (a nicer version of O’Brien) who creates a safe place and becomes your friend and confidante as well as a trainer. As we can see, in our world today, a larger group teaches many things we think to us.
	Another important similarity between the world of 1984 and our world today is the way that people are monitored. Today in our society, anyone can find out anything about someone if they have the right knowledge to find it. Similarly in 1984 there is no privacy because of the telescreens. Technology, like that of placing tracking chips in people to monitor them ("Orwell today") is a part of Orwell’s book.
	One last major application of 1984 to today is the idea of Newspeak.
